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INTRODUCTION  

 
This document shows some of the Imago Outer Office screens. Imago Outer Office was developed to 
provide a configurable platform that helps financial advisers provide education and advice, based 
around risk profiling and asset allocation. Furthermore it was developed to enrich the product and 
fund selection capabilities of the Imago Front Office toolsets, that provide illustrations and reviews. 
 
 

RISK PROFILING QUESTIONNAIRE SCREEN 

 

 
 
The default configuration has ten questions to assess an individuals attitude to risk. The questions 
can be augmented as required and there are no restrictions on the number of questions. Each 
question and set of answers is scored. With the total score over all the questions, an attitude to risk 
rating is produced and a portfolio is selected from a matrix of portfolios that is linked to age and the 
attitude to risk score. The asset class mixes that are used in the underlying portfolios are 
configurable. 
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ASSET ALLOCATION SCREENS 

 
There are five default portfolios to select from, Conservative, Moderately Conservative, Balanced, 
Growth and High Growth. There is no restriction, however, on the numbers of portfolios that can be 
supported.  
 
The asset allocation screens show the selected asset class derived from the risk profiling activity, 
showing a description of the type of investor. There are number tools that can be employed to 
further manipulate the asset allocation as well as enabling review of other risk profiles 
The descriptions of the profiles are listed below: 

CONSERVATIVE 
You are a Conservative investor to whom security of capital is of major importance, however you may 
seek higher returns from investing in longer term fixed interest securities and may consider investing 
a minor portion of your funds into growth investments. Your profile will generally give rise to high 
income and some capital growth. Your return will be low and consistent compared with other 
portfolios. Your ideal asset allocation would fall within the range of your risk profile listed below, 
depending on your score. A low score would be at the bottom end of the Conservative range whilst a 
high score ideally would be at the bottom of the Moderately Conservative range. 
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MODERATELY CONSERVATIVE 
You are a Moderately Conservative investor who desires capital stability and are willing to increase 
your investment potential by investing in some growth assets such as shares. You accept the low 
possibility of a negative annual return which may occur approximately once every seven to ten years. 
Your ideal asset allocation would fall within the range of your risk profile listed below, depending on 
your score. A low score would be at the top end of the Conservative range whilst a high score ideally 
would be at the bottom of the Balanced range. 
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BALANCED 
You are a Balanced investor who desires a prudent balance of income and growth. You do not wish to 
see all of your capital eaten away by tax and inflation and are prepared to take a small short term 
risk in order to gain longer term capital growth, and accept a higher possibility of a negative annual 
return, that may occur once in every six to seven years. Your ideal asset allocation would fall within 
the range of your risk profile listed below, depending on your score. A low score would be at the top 
end of the Moderately Conservative range, whilst a high score ideally would be at bottom end of the 
Growth range. 
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GROWTH 
You are a Growth investor who aggressively seeks long term capital growth by investing mostly in 
growth assets. You remain cautious towards taking high levels of long term risks. However your 
general understanding of the investment market enables you to feel comfortable with short term 
risk. You accept the possibility of a negative annual return that may occur once every four to five 
years. Your ideal asset allocation would fall within the range for your risk profile listed below, 
depending on your score. A low score would be at the top end of the Balanced range whilst a high 
score ideally would be at the bottom of the High Growth range. 
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HIGH GROWTH 
You are a High Growth investor who aggressively seeks to maximise long term capital growth by 
investing predominantly in growth assets. You are well aware of the heightened potential for capital 
loss in the short term, and accept the higher risk of a negative return, that may occur once every 
three to four years. Your ideal asset allocation would fall within the range of your risk profile listed 
below, depending on your score. A low score would be at the top end of the Growth range whilst a 
high score ideally would be at the top of the High Growth range.
